WHEREAS, the City Council has been requested by the Director/Coordinator of the Emergency 

Management Agency of Covington County to proclaim the existence of a local emergency; and 

 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Andalusia does hereby find: 

 

1. That the conditions of extreme peril to the safety of persons and property have arisen within the 

City of Andalusia, caused by the effects of Hurricane Ivan, commencing on or about 12:00 Noon 

on the 15
th

 day of September, 2004. 

 

2. That the aforesaid conditions of peril warrant and necessitate the proclamation of the existence of 

a local emergency; 

 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY PROCCLAIMED that a local emergency now exists

IT IS FURTHER PROCLAIMED AND ORDERED that during the existence of said local emergency, 

the powers, functions, and duties of the Coordinator/Director of the Emergency Management Agency and 

the emergency organization of Covington County shall be those prescribed by state law, by charter, 

ordinances, and resolutions of the City of Andalusia approved by the City Council on this date.
