REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The City Council of the City of Andalusia, Alabama, convened in a Regular
Meeting on April 5, 2005, at 6:00 P.M., in Council Chambers in City Hall. The roll
was checked by Interim City Clerk Deborah Spivey and those present and those absent
were as fTollows:

Mayor Andrews presided at the meeting and called the meeting to order after
which he stated that he owed an apology to the Council and citizens for his
statements at the last Council Meeting. Mayor Andrews assured all that this type of
behavior would not happen again. He stated he wanted the hallmark of this
administration to be a caring, kind, and considerate one.

Councilman Alexander voiced the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance
to the Flag.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

A motion was made by Councilman Jones, seconded by Councilman Powell, and
unanimously voted to approve the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of March 15,
2005, with a correction to the spelling of Callahan.

COUNCIL APPOINTS TO THE SOUTH CENTRAL ALBAMA MENTAL HEALTH BOARD:

Mayor Andrews, stated that he had received a letter from the South Central
Alabama Mental Health Board recommending the reappointment of Mr. Roy Windham to the
board.

A motion was made by Councilman Cotton, seconded by Councilman Powell, to
reappoint Mr. Roy Windham to the South Central Alabama Mental Health Board to expire
on April 1, 2011.

COUNCIL HEARS PRESENTATION FROM RABREN & ODOM FOR FY2004 AUDIT:

Mayor Andrews stated that Mr. Ken Odom from Rabren & Odom Accounting firm had
presented the FY2004 Audit Report to the Council during the workshop and asked Mr.
Ken Odom to report his findings during the Council Meeting. Mr. Odom stated that the
City’s Audit was an unqualified report and this was the best report the firm could
issue. He stated the City was in sound financial condition at the end of last fiscal
year. He stated that he would like to officially present this report to the Council
to be entered into the Council minutes.

A motion was made by Councilman Anderson, seconded by Councilman Powell, and
unanimously voted to accept the FY2004 annual audit report and financial statement.
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COUNCIL DISCUSSES GRANT AWARD TO THE ANDALUSIA FIRE DEPT:

Mayor Andrews stated there are monies that have been made available through the
Dept. of Homeland Security to the Covington County Emergency Management Agency. The
Andalusia Fire Dept. applied for a $33,000 grant, which is a 100% grant, to purchase
hazmat suits and decontamination equipment. Mayor Andrews stated that the City must
first make these purchases and then forward receipts to the Covington County
Emergency Management Agency for reimbursement.

A motion was made by Councilman Jones, seconded by Councilman Alexander, and
unanimously voted to appropriate $33,000 from the contingency fund to purchase this
equipment, which the City will be reimbursed 100% from the Emergency Management
Agency .

COUNCIL APPROVES CONTRIBUTION TO CCEDC TO SERVICE ZONE PROJECT:

Mayor Andrews stated the City had received a request from the Covington County
Economic Development Commission for $1,800 as the City’s 30% contribution to the
Service Zone Project. He stated that the CCEDC had made an investment to encourage
Service Zone to locate here and the City pays 30% of this investment, Opp 20% and the
County 50%.

A motion was made by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Cotton, and
unanimously voted to appropriate $1,800 from the contingency fund for the
contribution to the Service Zone Project.

COUNCIL APPROVES PURCHASE OF TRAFFIC SIGNALS AT THE ANDALUSIA ELEMENTARY SCHOOL:

Mayor Andrews stated that the City had requested and received permission from
the State of Alabama Highway Dept. to install traffic signals at the Andalusia
Elementary School. The installation had to be approved by the State of Alabama
Highway Dept. because they regulate what can be installed. Due to this being a four
lane highway, there must be an arm across each set of two lanes. The Highway Dept.
has specified the type of signals that can be used and the wordage. Mayor Andrews
stated that this process had been completed and now the City would need to
appropriate $15,000 from the contingency fund to purchase and install these signals.

He stated that he intended to handle this through the Utility Board and have them
bill the City back.

A motion was made by Councilman Cotton, seconded by Councilman Jones, and
unanimously voted to appropriate $15,000 from contingency to purchase and install
these signals at the Andalusia Elementary School.

COUNCIL APPROPRIATES FUNDS TO PURCHASE FLAGS AND FLAG POLES AT ANDALUSIA HIGH SCHOOL:

Mayor Andrews stated that everyone had probably seen the new flags and flag
poles located at one end of the Andalusia High School stadium. The purchase of these
flags and flag poles had been initiated by the previous administration. During the
end of the last administration and the start of the new administration an invoice for
approximately $2,800 had fell between the cracks. Mayor Andrews stated this invoice
now needed to be paid.

A motion was made by Councilman Anderson, seconded by Councilman Powell, and
unanimously voted to appropriate $2,878.10 from contingency to pay for the purchase
of these flags and flag poles for the Andalusia High School.

COUNCIL HEARS PRESENTATION FROM CDG ENGINEERS CONCERNING TE PROJECTS:

Mayor Andrews asked Mr. Tim Ramsden from CDG Engineers to come forward and
present an update on the TE Projects. Mr. Ramsden stated that the Transportation
Enhancement Projects are federally funded projects administered through the Alabama
Dept. of Transportation. He stated this was an 80/20 split which means that
construction is reimbursed at 80% and the last 20% is the responsibility of the City.

Mr. Ramsden stated the Resolution he Is presenting tonight is for the South Three
Notch Sidewalk Project and allows the City of Andalusia to enter into an agreement
with the State of Alabama Dept. of Transportation. Mr. Ramsden stated this agreement
does have a two year deadline beginning with the execution of the agreement to the
advertisement of bid, which can be extended by six months.

After a lengthy discussion by Mr. Ramdsden updating the three TE projects
currently in progress; the Church Street TE, Downtown TE and the South Three Notch TE
a motion was made by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Jones and
unanimously voted to adopt Resolution 2005- which authorizes the Mayor to enter
into an agreement with the Alabama Dept. of Transportation relating to the South

COUNCIL HEARS REQUEST FROM ANDALUSIA POLICE DEPT. TO UPGRADE EQUIPMENT:

Mayor Andrews stated that the Council had received a request from the Andalusia
Police Dept. to update their data logger which is a major part of their Forensic
Mapping. He stated that the repair or replacement cost would cost the City between
$1,200 and $1,400. Mayor Andrews stated that the Police Dept. had negotiated with
Allen-Precision to trade in the current Total Station for a new state-of-the-art,
Nikon NPL 332, valued at over $7,000 for a price of $3,300. He also stated the
Police Dept. informed the City that this piece of equipment would carry them into the
next 5-6 years. A motion was made by Councilman Powell, seconded by Councilman
Jones, and unanimously voted to appropriate $3,300.00 from contingency to pay for the
purchase of this new system for forensic mapping for the Police Dept.

Councillman Terry Powell stated that he had inquired about this system and
citizens might be interested iIn hearing that this equipment could be used in murder
investigations; i1t could generate computerized drawings of automobile accidents and
it will make the policeman’s work easier.

COUNCIL NAMES VOTING DELEGATES FOR 2005 ALABAMA LEAGUE OF MUNICIPALITIES CONVENTION:

A motion was made by Councilman Jones, seconded by Councilman Alexander, to
appoint Mayor Andrews as the City’s Voting Delegate, and Councilman Powell as the
First Alternate Voting Delegate, and Councilman Cotton as the Second Alternate Voting
Delegate for the upcoming 2005 Alabama League of Municipalities Annual Convention
Business Meeting.

COUNCIL HEARS REQUEST FROM ALL AMERICAN SHOWS TO WAIVE LICENSE FEE FOR SPRING
CARNIVAL :

Mayor Andrews stated that the Leisure Services has sponsored this carnival for
the past twelve years. Mayor Andrews stated that the All American Show has requested
the City waive the license fees.

A motion was made by Councilman Cotton, seconded by Councilman Powell, and
unanimously voted to waive the license fee for the All American Shows Spring
Carnival.

COUNCIL APPROPRIATES FUNDS FOR CIVITAN AD:

Mayor Andrews stated the City had received a request from the Civitan Club for
the City to purchase a % page full cover ad in their 2005 Civitan Club Rodeo program
at a cost of $245.00.

A motion was made by Councilman Powell, seconded by Councilman Alexander, and
unanimously voted to purchase a % page full color ad to “Spotlight our Schools” for
the amount of $245.00.

COUNCIL ACCEPTS PROPERTY DONATION FROM MR. CLIFFORD L. KIRKPATRICK FOR ESTABLISHMENT
OF MEMORIAL PARK

Mayor Andrews stated during the work shop, a representative of Mr. Kirkpatrick’s
presented a proposal for a donation of approximately eight and one-half acres of
property located in District One. Mayor Andrews stated Mr. Kirkpatrick wished to
make this donation In honor of his wife whom he lost in a house fire during
Hurricane lvan. Mayor Andrews stated Mr. Kirkpatrick specified this property to
be used only for public recreation. He stated Mr. Kirkpatrick needed a formal
indication as to whether the City would accept this donation. Mayor Andrews
acknowledged the City accepted this donation with gratitude and appreciated the
generosity of Mr. Kirkpatrick. He stated Mr. Kirkpatrick would proceed and
present the Council with the proper paperwork for Council action at a later date.

COUNCIL DISCUSSES VEHICLE TAKE HOME POLICY:

Mayor Andrews stated the Council had discussed the City’s Vehicle Take Home
Policy during the work shop. He stated the current policy that determines who may
take a City vehicle home and where it can be taken. Mayor Andrews stated the City
had recently adopted a “COPS” Take Home policy which allowed marked police cars to be
taken home where they would be highly visible in our neighborhoods, and this would
also allow for quick response time for the police officers. He stated however, that
some vehicles were being driven outside the City limits and the Council would be
looking into this policy to make sure i1t iIs what the City wanted and that i1t was
consistent In all departments. Mayor Andrews stated the Council would take action on
this policy at a later date.

MAYOR ANDREWS DISCUSSES HIRING OF NEW CITY CLERK:

Mayor Andrews stated the City Council had spent the day together today
interviewing applicants for the City Clerk position. He said there was a committee
appointed, composed of two council members and himself, who screened over thirty
applicants for the position. Mayor Andrews stated this committee chose four



individuals for interviews and has selected an applicant for this position.
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He stated the Council was very excited about this candidate and hopefully they would
be able to announce the new City Clerk at the next Council Meeting.

COUNCIL HEARS FROM CITIZENS AND STUDENTS ON SCHOOL FUNDING ISSUE:

The Mayor stated that he had received a list of individuals that had requested to
address the Council concerning funding education.
